“School ZgnemDanger Zone” Tip Sheet

Traffic in and around school zones can create significant hazards for children and teens, as well as
crossing guards, school officials, and volunteers. Parents often unknowingly create traffic hazards as
they drop off or pick up their children from school. To ensure everyone’s safety, be sure to do the
following:

e Carpool with neighbors or friends to minimize the number of vehicles in the school zone or at
the bus stop.

e Review and always follow your school’s student drop off plan. That means obeying all signs
(i.e., no parking, stopping or standing) and/or individuals directing traffic, including
volunteers. If your school does not have a plan, contact school officials and suggest one be
developed.
